(1) This section applies to information about land in relation to which an acquiring authority is
entitled to exercise a power of compulsory purchase.

(2) The acquiring authority may serve a notice on a person mentioned in subsection (4) requiring
him to give to the authority in writing the following information—
(@) the name and address of any person he believesto be an owner, lessee, tenant (whatever
the tenancy period) or occupier of the land;
(b) the name and address of any person he believes to have an interest in the land.

(3) The power in subsection (2) is exercisable for the purpose of enabling the acquiring authority
to acquire the land.

(4) The persons are—
(@) the occupier of the land;
(b) any person who has an interest in the land either as freeholder, mortgagee or lessee;
(c) any person who directly or indirectly receives rent for the land,;
(d) any person who, in pursuance of an agreement between himself and a person interested
in the land, is authorised to manage the land or to arrange for the letting of it.

(5) The notice must specify the period within which the information must be given to the acquiring
authority (being a period of not less than 14 days beginning with the day on which the notice is
served).

(6) The notice must also specify or describe—
(@) theland,
(b) the compulsory purchase power, and
(c) the enactment which confers the power.

(7) The notice must be in writing.

(1) Any notice or other document required or authorised to be served under thisAct may be served
on any person either by delivering it to him, or by leaving it at his proper address, or by post, so
however that the document shall not be duly served by post unlessit is sent by registered letter, or
by the recorded delivery service.

(2) Any such document required or authorised to be served upon an incorporated company or body
shall be duly served if it is served upon the secretary or clerk of the company or body.

(3) For the purposes of this section and of section 7 of the Interpretation Act 1978 the proper address
of any person upon whom any such document as aforesaid is to be served shall, in the case of the
secretary or clerk of any incorporated company or body, be that of the registered or principal office
of the company or body, and in any other case be the last known address of the person to be served:

Provided that where the person to be served has furnished an addressfor service, his proper
address for the purposes aforesaid shall be the address furnished.

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(4) If the authority or Minister having jurisdiction to make the order in connection with which the
document is to be served is satisfied that reasonable inquiry has been made and that it is not

trusts and incidents as attach to that land apart from the compul sory purchase order, or
(c) that the land affected by the right to be acquired does not exceed 250 square yards in
extent, and that the giving of other land in exchange for the right is unnecessary, whether
in the interests of the persons, if any, entitled to rights of common or other rights or in the
interests of the public,
and certifies accordingly.

(2) In the case of acompulsory purchase order under the Highways Act 1980 sub-paragraph (1)(c)
above shall have effect asif after the words “extent” there were inserted the words “ or theright is
required in connection with the widening or drainage of an existing highway or in connection partly
with the widening and partly with the drainage of such a highway”.

(3) Whereit is proposed to give a certificate under this paragraph, the Secretary of State shall |
direct the acquiring authority to] * give public notice of his intention so to do, and—
(@) after affording opportunity to all persons interested to make representations and
objectionsin relation thereto, and
(b) after causing apublic local inquiry to be held in any case where it appearsto himto be
expedient so to do, having regard to any representations or objections made,
the Secretary of State may, after considering any representations and objections made and, if any
inquiry has been held, the report of the person who held the inquiry, give the certificate.
